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CHARTER
of Foreign Trade Company "UZDON"

. Common clauses
1.1. Name of the organization : Foreign Company "Uzdon".

Place of location and juridical address :
The Republic of Uzbekistan, Tashkent city, 700060,
Lakhuti str. 36

1.2. The foreign company "Uzdon" hereinafter referred to as "Company" have been
set up on the basis of Decree of Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan
dd. April,4,1985 No. 120 "On measures of Further Decentralization and
Demonopolization of Foreign Trade", by order of State Holding Corporation
"Uzkhleboproduct " Mo 53 dd. April 13, 1995 for more full satisfaction of needs of
the Republic of Uzbekistan by bread products.

The Company is a state structural unit of the "Khleboproduct" Corporation,
and is under its authority , it pays the entrance fees according the regulations and
becomes the participant of Corporation.

1.3. The company becomes the juridical unit from the date of state registration,
operates on the principles of full salffinancing, and self- paymient inciuding hard
currency payments, it has its own separate property , main and working capital,
carries out an usage, awnership and disposal of their own property in according to
objectives and tasks of the activity; it has independent financial balance, round
stamp with its own name, the angle cliche, the emblem and trade mark.

1.4. The Company carries out the activities on the base of Laws. of the Repubiic of
tJzbekistan "On Foreign Trade Activity in the Republic of Uzbsekistan", "On Foreign
Trade Activity in the Republic of Uzbekistan" and other legislation Rules, Decrees
and Instructions of Oliy Mazlis and Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbhekistan, Agreement on mutual relations with State Holding Corporation
"Uzkhleboproduct” as well on the base of its Decrees, Instructions and Orders as
on base of the present Gharter.



1.5. The Company is responsible for its own obligations by their own property which
may be incurred as the penalties according to the legislation of the Republic of
Uzbekistan. :

The state, its bodies and organizations don't respond on obligations of the
Company as well as Company don't respond on obligations of state, its bodies and

arganizations.

1.6. The Company has current, hard currency and other necessary accounts having
been opened in Banks of Uzbekistan and foreign Banks in prescribed manner.

Il. PURPOSES, OBJECTIVES AND FUNCTIONS OF THE COMPANY

2.1. The main objective of the Company is the provision with centralized import of
bread products, with sufficient quantity, quality and assortments of other kinds of
raw materials.

2.2. The main tasks and functions of the Company's activity are :

- carrying out the export and import transactions according to established
nomenciature of goads, production and services;

- studying and usage of a state of the market for goods and services for export and
import ;

- widening of foreign trade cooperation including the setting up of joint ventures,
companies and organizations as well on the territory of foreign states, attraction a
foreign invests to bread products’ industry;

- carying out the marketing consulting, informational, intermediate and
advertisement activity for widening of export and import of the goods and services
and quality change of their structure;

- organization and participation in various exhibitions, fairs, seminars, auctions and
symposium in Uzbekistan and abroad;

- working up and implementation of technical- organization events targeted for
development of goods' exports, improving of goods' quality, their competent ability,
increase of efficiency of foreign economic operations, )

- working out and holding on measures targeted for improving of goods'
transportation, provisions for their security during transportation;

- carrying out of centralized hard currency settlements of accounts with the suppliers
and in national currency - with Uzkhleboproduct corporation 'on export and impert
operations: :

- gconcluding of the contracts for barter operations;

- carrying out of pretention's claims activity including those for reimbursement for
shortage and low quality of the delivered grain products, other kinds of raw
materials and stuff, arriving from outside the Republic;

- carrying out the activities on searching the grain cargoes, other kinds of raw
materials and stuff which did not arrive to the place of destination provided by the
contracts; '

- providing for the legal security of its interests;

- carrying out of other activities correspondent the main purposes and objectives of
the company which are not in contradiction with the legislation of the Republic of
Uzbekistan.



. COMPANY'S RIGHTS

The Company has the right within the order stipulated by the legislation of the
Republic of Ugzbekistan and within the authorization delegated by the
Uzkhleboproduct Corporation :

- to conclude in the Republic of Uzbekistan as well as abroad transactions and other
legal acts and agreements (contracts) including trade, credit, promissory notes as
well as the others, with legal entities and physical persons. In doing so the
centralized import and export are carried out on the basis of coordination with
Uzkhieboproduct corporation;

- 1o sue and to be sued in court and arbitration;

- to construct, acquire, seli, seize, lease and rent the daughter enterprises in the
Republic of Uzbekistan as well as real estate and liquidity.

- to set up in the Republic of Uzbekistan as well as abroad representative offices,
departments, affiliates and warehouses, to participate in different organizations
activities of which correspond the objectives of the company, to participate in
tenders, to carry out exchange and financial operations;

- to involve foreign intermediate and other companies for providing services
connected with the conclusion and performance of foreign trade operations,;

- to send abruad in fixed order its specialists for training and skill improvement, as
well to as to receive foreign specialists in the Republic of Uzbekistan;

- to carry out commercial or intermediate activities, to provide with engineering and
marketing services,

- to fix tariffs and commission fees in national and foreign currencies for the services
rendered, basis actual costs related to rendering of such services, taking into
consideration the necessity and provisions for seif-financing and full self-payment of
the activity of the company;

- to determine independently the system and payment mode of the employees of
the company;

- to implement in fixed order regulations regarding extra payments to the salaries as
well as bonuses; .

- to carry out international telephone, telex, fax and cable communications.

IV. PROPERTY AND ASSETS OF THE COMPANY

4.1. The properiy of the company consists of main and turn- over assets forming its
authorized fund. The amount of the authorized fund of the company to the moment
of its creation is 1000,0 thousand sums.

4.2, The property fixed for the company to be reflected in its balance sheets.

4.3. The money assets of the company are formed out of the income for purely
financial and economic activities, free dues of legal entities and.physical persons,
banking credits, other borrowed funds- and sources not contradicting to the

legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan.
4.4. The profit of the company is formed as the positive difference between incomes

and expenses, related to carrying out their activities, material costs and those equal
to same, salaries, credit interests, taxes atc.



4.5. The profit remaining at the disposal of the company upon payment of taxes and
other obligatory payments is at full disposal of the company. The company
determines independently the ways of disposing its profit.
4.6. In order to provide for its activities the company sets up the following funds:
- Consumption fund,
-Accumulation fund,
-Reserve fund,
-Hard currency fund.
The company has the right to set up other funds conforming its purposes

and objectives.
V. COMPANY'S MANAGEMENT

5.1. The general meeting of the employees is the highest body of the company's
management.

The general meeting:
-under coordination with corporation solves the issues related to buying out of the
state property,;
- considers the issues regarding conclusions of a collective agreement with the
administration of the company, studies its draft and authorizes the trade union to
sign it on behalf of employees;
- approves a procedure of setting up and usage of company's funds;
- fixes for their employees additional leaves, reduced working days and other social
privileges within the earned funds allocated for consumption.
5.2. The Company is headed by the General Director to be nominated for and to be
dismigsed from the position by the State Holding Corporation "Uzkhleboproduct”.

While nominating the General Director, the labor agreement (contract) to be
concluded with him. Such contract determines the rights, obligations and
regponsibilities, terms of financial setttements and dismissal from the position taken
Into consideration the guarantees stipulation by the legisiation in force.
5.3. The Generat Director of the Company organizes operation of the company,
provides for the control on the performance of the decisions of the general meeting
and bears full responsibility for the resuits of its financial economic activity.
5.4. The General Director :
- carries out management of the financial economic acfivities of the company,
including settlement of the issues related to the conclusion of the contracts for sale
and purchase of goods, products, rendering of technical assistance and other
services,; )
- acts without proxy on behalf of the company, represents it in ail institutions,
organizations and enterprises in the Republic of Uzbekistan as well as abroad in
accordance with the acting legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan;
- disposes of the property of the company, performs transactions and other legal
acts, issues proxies, opens in fixed order current, hard currency and other accounts
necessary for carrying out the charter activities of the company with the banks;
- issues orders and gives instructions within his competence, hires and fires
employees in accordance with labor legislation, takes measures for inventiveness
of the employees of the company,
- approves the structure and labor compaosition of the company;



- determines office duties, fixes the amount and order of labor payment for
employees of the company;

- applies measures of discipline and material responsibility to the employees of the
company;,

- gends the employees of the company for business trips including abroad;

- the General Director goes for business trips outside CIS under coordination with
Uzkhiehaproduct corporation;

- signs in fixed order economic and financial documents.

VI. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS IN THE SPHERE OF PROGNOSIS

6.1. Company being guided by the purposes and objectives considering the
appiications of Uzkhieboproduct corporation and being based on the necessity of
further extension of foreign economic relations as weli as the increase of their
efficiency works out and approves in fixed order the prognosis indices of its activity
considering in doing so its obligations towards the foreign partners.

6.2. While working out the prognosis indices the company is guided by the needs
and capacities of the grain industry of the republic, by the necessity of more
efficient implementation of the advantages of the international labor disintegration,
favorable world market competition, increase of hard currency income, improvement
of export and impott structure.

Vil. THE RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS IN THE SPHERE OF FINANCES,
CREDITS, TRAINING AND ACCOUNTING.

7.1. The company organizes and carries out the activities for financial prognosis,
works out and carries out the measures on performing the tasks of financial plan,
enforcement of economic settlement and financial discipline, provides for timely
payments to the budget, banks, suppliers, sub suppliers and customers as well as
with the employees of the company.

While working out the financial plan the company provides for maximum
mobilization of the internal reserves, raeduction of turning expenses and on base of
it increase the profit .

7.2. In prescribed manner the company may use the bank and other credits in
national and hard currency, bears responsibility for their purposeful usage and
timely repayment.

7.3. In prescribed manner in case of out working conditions of ¢ars, equipment and
other property referred to a main capital, the company has a right to write off them
from the balance till expiry date if the reason of worthlessness is an accident,
natural calamity, if a restoration of these property is not possible or economically
pointless and it can't be realized in accordance with the legisiation of the Republic
of Uzhekistan.

7.4. The company keeps accounting, operative and statistics registration in
prescribed manner, composes and presents to correspondent organizations the
book- keeping on all kinds of activities in accordance to confirmed forms and
prescribed dates, bears responsibility for authenticity, carries out the atomization of
registration and calculation works, works up the progress methods of registrations.



7.5. Quarterly the company reports to Uzkhieboproduct the purposeful usage of
allotted hard currency means about the bread products, raw materials and others
have been delivered to Uzbekistan from outside along the concluded contracts.
7.6. The revision of financial and economical activity of the company is carrying out
by founder of the company and other organizations in accordance with acting
legislation.

VIII. SIGNING OF FOREIGN TRADE TRANSACTIONS

8.1. The right of signature on common as well as foreign trade iransactions,
agreements and contracts has the General Director, his Deputies and other
employees of the company authorized by proxies have been signed by General
Director and formed according to legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

8.2. The promissory notes and other financial documents issued by the company
should be signed by two persons - by the General Director or one of his Deputies
and chief accountant or other employees authorized by proxy, have been signed by
General Director and chief accountant of the company.

8.3. The General Director of the company determines the amounts and Kinds of
transactions, agreements and contracts, the signing of which may be referred to
compelence of his deputies and as well to competence of other employees of the
company, authorized by proxies, have been signed by the General Director .

IX.REORGANISATION AND LIQUIDATION OF THE COMPANY

9.1. The reorganization (merging, joining, separation, branching and transformation)
and liguidation of the company is carrying out by decision of Uzkhleboproduct
corporation or by decision of Economic Court in accordance to the legistation of the
Repuklic of Uzbekistan.

9.2. The liquidation commission put in an announcement in the newspaper about
company's liquidation, order and date of claims' applications by the creditors. Apart
from it the liquidation commission on the base of its own data is obliged to find out
all claims of creditors and informs on liquidation of the company.

The claims are satisfying by the property of the company on which the
penalties may be incurred.

The claims which are founded out or applied after expiry date has been
indicated for application of the claims are satisfying from balance of foreseen
property, formed after satisfaction of claims applied in time.  ~
9.3. The claims have not founded out and not applied within the period of liquidation
as well claims have not been satisfied for shortage of property of the company are
considering as cleared off. .

The claims not accepted by liguidation commission or not applied to
Economic Court within one manth upon receiving message about full or partial
non- recognition of the claims are conmdered as cleared off fully or partially in
correspondent clauses of claim.
